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Acquittal. Defendant. What is recognized by acquittal. The accused or the acquitted 
defendant cannot be sentenced to damages to the civil party. (art. 10 and 11 – 2 
of Crim. Proc.). Absolution or conviction of the defendant. He can be sentenced to 
damages or compensation to the civil party (art. 10 of Crim. Proc.) Theft committed 
between brother and sister. The person who cannot be convicted because s/he is in the 
category of those provided by art. 307 of the Criminal Code. S/he must be absolved, 
not acquitted. The right of the court of cassation as a court of review to restore the 
legal meaning of the terms, for example by substituting the word “absolved”. Instead 
of “acquitted”, used by the court of first instance. (1) and (2).
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
